Tell other wolf packs that this is their territory, lone wolves may howl to find a mate, a wolf lost
from it’s pack might howl to tell them that he/she is missing (but the wolf doesn’t expect a response!), a wolf
pack will howl before a hunt to encourage the pack, and a pack will howl after a hunt to signify there victory or
defeat, or a pack may howl just for the fun of it! Every wolf has a different pitch for howling, The Alpha pair
has the lowest pitch, the Beta does not howl, they bark, yip, and yap to confuse other wolf packs that there are
more wolves in that pack then there really is, the Nanny has a medium pitch, and the Omega has the highest
pitch. The third thing to know is how a wolf pack eats. When (or if!) a wolf pack makes a kill there’s a certain
way that they eat the kill. Of course the Alpha pair is first. If a member sneaks up to try to get a nibble before it
is his or her turn they will get brutally chased away from their kill. The Alpha pair usually eats the brain, heart,
liver, most organs from the animal. The second up is the Beta, the beta usually eats organs, liver. The Nanny is
back at the den watching the pups most of the time, so she waits for the pack to come back and regurgitate her
breakfast, lunch, or dinner. The Omega is the last one up, getting the worst parts stomach, legs, and some left
over organs from the beta as a thanks for waiting his turn. There’s a lot more to learn about wolves but this is
all that I'm typing!

How to Care for Your Bearded Dragon

1. Set up
Your bearded Dragon should have a 20-30 gallon tank. Make sure your Bearded Dragon has calcium sand
and lots of nooks and crevasses to hide in. There should be UV lighting in the
tank and should reach at least 80 degrees during the day. Your Bearded s
Dragon should have a basking area that should be kept at 100 degrees. In the ¥
night turn off the lights and let the temperature plummet to 30 degrees or
lower. Make sure you have a heating pad under the cage, because Bearded
Dragons get there heat from the ground in the night.
2. Diet
A bearded Dragon should be feed 2-3 times a day. Bearded Dragons are mostly
vegetarians and should only be fed 2-3 crickets or insects a week. Make sure to
give your Bearded Dragon a variety of plants, if you give it one kind of plant it
will become sickly. Bearded dragons are drawn to bright colored plants.

Benjamin Franklin was a multi-talented American founding father but he also owned
slaves and was a suspected serial Killer.

Abraham Lincoln was the steady hand of leadership during the Civil War, only to be
gunned down in his prime at Ford's Theater. He was a racist and had trouble with
women.

JFK brought Camelot to Washington and forever cemented the Kennedy name in the
political sphere. But he was also a courier in Nazi Germany, a body builder and as

seriously addicted to danger.
Franklin and Eleanor Roosevelt were Washington's first couple with a New Deal. The

Roosevelts' marriage was a political arrangement of epic proportions. FDR had a
long-running affair with his wife's secretary, and Eleanor was in love with news re-

porter.
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
